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ABSTRACT

This research was conducted through modern methods, which
proceed from text to reader and from reader to text attempting to form
visions and conceptions of space in general and Palestinian space in
particular, giving another dimensional reading which previous
researches on space theory lacked, and a new unprecedented reading
dimension on space in Palestinian novel after Oslo (93). Whereas,
this research is the first of its kind to read the space at this period, an

observing qualified reading.

The research was set in two frames: The first theoretical,
pursuing what was said on theory of space clarifying relations
between space and some terms such as description. Then the research
proceeded to fictional space and time, and finally it displayed the

motion of space and its scope.

The second frame is analytical. Whereas, the research tried to
perceive each novel’s conception of space, pursuing what the text
narrated both explicitly and implicitly, relying on space readings
which approached fictional texts and the researcher’s own conception
of space. The analytical work was divided into three parts: The first

part is specialized in study of open space pattern the second part



centered on closed space pattern while the third focused on space

dimensions.
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
